General Information 

 
 This season, I will be offering a variety of birding trips for clients. Half-day, local trips  (4 ½ 

hours),  full day birding trips throughout Eastern Ontario (approximately 8 to 10 hours including 

travel time) and weekend trips to Presqu’ile Provincial Park (August and November), and 

Algonquin Provincial Park. In addition, I will be offering a 3-day tour to the Niagara River 

region.  

 

For local and weekend trips, we will be carpooling. The designated meeting time is the 

DEPARTURE time.  Please arrive 15 minutes early so we can arrange carpooling. If you are 

carpooling please remember to make an equitable contribution to the driver for gas and park 

fees (if applicable). Remember to dress for the weather, pack a lunch on full day trips, and a 

snack on morning outings.  Summer / early fall brings its share of bugs! Remember to bring 

repellent. If you are interested in borrowing binoculars or scopes, please let me know in advance. 

I have a limited number, so it’s first come first served. Keep in mind, however, you are 

responsible for any damage. Remember that scopes can blow over in strong winds, and food or 

rain drops smudge eyepieces. Please remember to use the rain guard on the binoculars.

Presqu’ile Provincial Park, well known for its shorebird and landbird migration, can be an 

exciting place at this time of year. A combination of mudflats, marshes, Lake Ontario and 

woodland trails provide a great variety of habitats and the opportunity for some fun birding. 

Highlights over the last few years included Great Egret, Cattle Egret, Western Sandpiper and a 

male Hooded Warbler.
